ARLINGTON, VA (Nov. 26) – The Defense Finance and Accounting Service (DFAS) recently released the schedule of dates when U.S. military service members, military retirees and annuitants and defense civilian employees can access their tax statements through myPay (https://mypay.dfas.mil).  MyPay provides an easy, secure method for managing pay account information for America's military service members, military retirees and annuitants and defense civilians. Available around the clock, customers can conveniently make changes online, avoiding the hassles of an office visit.  Military members and Department of Defense civilian employees will once again have access to view, save, and print their tax statements from myPay at https://mypay.dfas.mil. For assistance, myPay users can call customer support at 1-800-390-2348.  The DFAS is projecting the tax statements will be available on myPay during the following periods.

HANAU TAX CENTER

The Hanau Tax Center will open on 2 February 2004 and will be operating until 15 June 2004. The Hanau Tax Center Office is located in building 2 on Pioneer Kaserne in Hanau, GM. The Tax Center’s operating hours will be from 0800-1630 on Mondays, Tuesdays and Wednesdays. On Thursdays, the Tax Center will be open from 1200-2000 and on Fridays from 1000-1630. 

FOREIGN LANGUAGE PROFICIENCY PAY

FLPP entitlement should be monitored to insure members are not being overpaid.  FLPP entitlement is based on the DA Form

330 and only authorized for 12 months unless the soldier is deployed under certain operations or approved by the overseas Commander. Soldiers must retest every 12 months to maintain this entitlement.  For Operations Noble Eagle/Enduring Freedom, and Iraqi Freedom, the guidance provides that members maintain the pay entitlement and have up to 180 days to retest after they return to their permanent duty station. SPECIAL DUTY ASSIGNMENT PAY

Effective 1 October 2003, the Assistant Secretary of Defense approved new SDAP rate levels.  The revised monthly rates are as follows:  SD-1=$75, SD-2=$150, SD-3=$225, SD-4=$300, SD-5=$375, AND SD-6=$450.  All soldiers who are currently receiving SDAP will continue to receive the levels of SDAP currently approved for the billets, but at the higher dollar amounts for those SD levels.

RETURNING FROM DEPLOYMENT ????

Soldiers returning from a deployment must ensure that their deployable entitlements have been stopped. This is imperative in order to prevent overpayments and possible severe financial hardships. If you have returned from a deployment and your deployment entitlements have not stopped or you are not sure if your deployment entitlements have stopped, see your unit PAC or stop by your local finance office.  

Also, in order for Soldiers to receive their $3.50 (OCONUS Incidentals) per day of Temporary Duty pay, Soldiers must submit a Travel Settlement (DD1351-2) within 5 days of redeploying.  If you have redeployed and have not settled your DD1351-2 see your unit PAC or local finance office for assistance.

DFAS myPay customers cautioned against 'look-alike' sites. 

ARLINGTON VA – The two million military and civilian users of myPay are being cautioned to use only the official myPay site (https://mypay.dfas.mil) when seeking to access pay account information.   "Personal information is valuable and should be safeguarded," said Claudia L. Bogard, director of Corporate Communications for the Defense Finance and Accounting Service. Don't provide your personal information to any Web site unless you know it can be trusted.  Look-alike sites have recently frustrated myPay customers who have been confused by accidentally finding their way to a commercial site that is in no way affiliated with DFAS or the Department of Defense. 

DFAS' myPay is a secure, DFAS-operated Web site that lets active duty, National Guard and Reserve military members, civilian employees, and military retirees and annuitants take charge of their pay accounts online. The DFAS myPay Web site is found at https://mypay.dfas.mil/.

New ePin Feature Goes Live for Army MyPay Users

Army personnel can now obtain their MyPay personnel identification numbers (PINs) by using a new online feature called ePin.  EPin is available to active, reserve, guard, civilians and military retirees with Army Knowledge Online (AKO) accounts.  EPin greatly simplifies the process of gaining access to MyPay.  Personnel can visit the MyPay Web site at:  https://myPay.dfas.mil and click on the “New PIN” button.  The system will verify the identity of the user through their Social Security Number.  The user can then elect delivery of the PIN by email or regular mail.  Email delivery takes place within 48 hours.  Strong encryption and secure sockets layer technologies combined with user-unique access make MyPay safe to use and protect personal information from unauthorized use.
